Event Schedule Changes

Whether you are participating in one or
all of the festivals you will be required to submit information to the following specifications. Each participating winery
has the opportunity to include a biography, featured selections and a label for the tasting book which will be distributed at
each festival. It is imperative that all materials for the tasting book are received in the following fashion.

DEADLINE FOR ALL SUBMISSIONS IS March 1, 2010

* The biography must be no more than 120 words and should include information

about the winery/featured wines.

* The biography must be in a TEXT DOCUMENT, not PDF.

* Please include website for winery and region which the winery is located.

* Please include the name of the principal or winemaker that will be present at each event.

* Label must be JPEG format and approximately 2.5 inches wide OR high at 300 dpi.

If you have multiple brands being poured at a single table please note
which brand is to be presented first (meaning which bottle art will appear on the page).

Table Set Up, Heinz Field

Signage: We will have signage available to designate your brand name and table number, but we encourage you to bring
signage to decorate your space (promotional items, giveaways, etc.). The tables are standard six foot tables. Signage
should not exceed seven (7) feet in height. As usual the Heinz Field staff will deliver all of your wine products (that you
send advance) to your table.

Table Requirements: Each table will be provided with ice and receptacles for disposing of wine and the service staff will
assist with this process. If you have any special requests, please email Vicki Violi at vickie.violi@gmail.com. We rec-
ommend you bring any easels or wine keys with you. Be warned: many vendor’s wine keys were confiscated by airline
security last year, which in turn created a shortage (believe it or not!). Take proper precautions as extra wine keys will be
unavailable.

If you have a power requirement Heinz Field will charge $80 (you must bring your own extension cord), it will add to
your registration fee. You must request it on your table fee payment form (attached).

At the conclusion of the event anything left behind will thrown out. Neither Heinz Field nor Pittsburgh Wine Festival will
be held responsible for anything left behind.
